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The Threat of lllegal Immigration to India’s Security and Constitutional Safeguards
lllegal immigration has emerged as a pressing issue in India, posing multifaceted
challenges to the country’s security, governance, and social harmony. The presence of
illegal immigrants, particularly from Bangladesh and the Rohingya community from
Myanmar, has triggered significant concerns, ranging from demographic changes to
law and order disturbances. The infiltration of illegal immigrants poses a grave threat to
India’s internal security. Reports suggest that some illegal immigrants, particularly
Rohingyas, may have links with extremist organizations, making them potential agents
for antinational activities. The porous borders with Bangladesh and Myanmar have
facilitated the unchecked movement of individuals, raising the risk of cross-border
terrorism, human trafficking, and drug smuggling. These security threats not only
endanger India’s sovereignty but also undermine its fight against terrorism and
organized crime. The influx of illegal immigrants has also led to disturbances in law and
order in several regions, especially in states like Assam, West Bengal, and Jammu &
Kashmir. Clashes between locals and illegal immigrants over resources, employment,
and cultural dominance have resulted in tensions and violence. For example, the large-
scale migration of Bangladeshis into Assam has significantly altered the demographic
landscape, leading to ethnic and communal strife, as witnessed during the Assam



Movement and the Nellie massacre. lllegal immigration has caused significant
demographic changes, particularly in borderstates. The unchecked influx of
Bangladeshi migrants has led to the dilution of local cultures, languages, and traditions,
causing resentment among indigenous communities. The demographic shift has also
created political repercussions, with illegal immigrants being used as vote banks,
further polarizing societies and eroding democratic processes. These demographic
changes disturb the delicate social and cultural synergy that India has maintained for
centuries. The influx of individuals with distinct socio-cultural identities can lead to
alienation and hinder national integration. lllegal immigrants put an immense strain on
India’s limited resources. The influx of unauthorized individuals increases the burden
on public infrastructure, healthcare, and education systems. It also disrupts the Public
Distribution System (PDS), as illegal immigrants often obtain fake identity documents
to access subsidized food and other benefits meant for Indian citizens. This diversion
of resources directly affects the vulnerable sections of Indian society, especially those
living below the poverty line. Food security, in particular, is at risk as the growing
population of illegal immigrants exacerbates demand for essential commodities. This
situation not only creates economic imbalances but also threatens India’s efforts to
achieve sustainable development. India’s Constitution guarantees certain rights and
safeguards exclusively for its citizens. For instance, Article 15 and Article 16 provide
protection against discrimination and ensure equal opportunities for Indian citizens.
However, the presence of illegal immigrants undermines these constitutional provisions
by unfairly competing with citizens for jobs, benefits, and other resources. Furthermore,
the Citizenship (Amendment) Act, 2019 (CAA), and the proposed National Register of
Citizens (NRC) aim to address the problem of illegal immigration by distinguishing
between genuine refugees and economic migrants. However, the implementation of
such measures has faced resistance due to political opposition and human rights
concerns, complicating efforts to tackle the issue effectively. lllegal immigration is a
complex challenge that threatens India’s national security, social harmony, and
constitutional safeguards. The presence of Rohingya and Bangladeshi illegal
immigrants has led to demographic shifts, strained resources, and heightened security
risks. Addressing this issue requires a multifaceted approach, including stricter border
control, better identification mechanisms, and effective implementation of legal
measures like the NRC and CAA. India must strike a delicate balance between
humanitarian considerations and national interests to protect its sovereignty and
ensure that the rights of its citizens are not compromised. Without timely and effective
action, the demographic changes and socio-economic challenges posed by illegal
immigration could disturb the synergy that defines the Indian ethos

Justice Delivery in India: a critical analysis

One of India’s main pillars of democracy is its system of delivering justice, which is based on its Constitution
and an independent judiciary. The Supreme Court, High Courts, and an extensive network of lower courts
make up the system, which is intended to achieve equality before the law, preserve the rule of law, and
safeguard fundamental rights. Even with its strong framework and seminal rulings that have influenced social,
political, and economic spheres, the justice delivery system has structural issues that make it difficult for it to
offer fair, accessible, and timely justice. This critical analysis looks at the main problems with India’s judicial
system, including backlogs and delays, access to justice, lack of infrastructure and personnel, quality of justice,
inefficiencies in criminal justice, technological gaps, and socioeconomic disparities. It also looks at possible
reforms to improve the delivery of justice.
Overburdened judiciary

The enormous backlog of cases in India’s court system is the most obvious problem. More than 50 million
cases are outstanding in all courts, according to recent estimates; roughly 90,000 of these cases are in the
Supreme Court, 6 million are in High Courts, and the other cases are in lower courts. Due to this backlog,
criminal trials can take decades to resolve while civil ones frequently take 10-20 years. For example, a 2020

assessment noted that certain land issues have been lingering for more than 50 years in subordinate courts.



Such delays undermine public confidence in the system and cause plaintiffs’ great financial and emotional
suffering, as they go against the idea that “justice delayed is justice denied. This backlog is caused by multiple
factors, First, the number of new cases is greater than the judiciary’s ability to handle them due to India’s
enormous population, rising litigiousness, and variety of socioeconomic difficulties. Second, case lifecycles are
prolonged by procedural complexity such as repeated adjournments, drawn-out hearings, and numerous appeals.
Third, the system is clogged by pointless lawsuits, which are frequently brought to harass opponents or
postpone results. For underprivileged groups, who lack the wherewithal to fight protracted court fights, the
impact is very severe, essentially depriving them of justice.

Problems in accessing justice

In India, access to justice is still a major problem, especially for the poor, rural, and marginalized people.
Article 14 and Article 39A of the Constitution promise equality before the law and free legal aid, respectively,
although actual conditions show serious inconsistencies. High legal fees, such as those for the attorney, the
court, and other charges, discourage many people from pursuing justice. The situation is exacerbated by a lack
of knowledge about legal rights, particularly in rural and tribal communities, and complicated legal procedures
and vocabulary that further alienate laypeople. The Legal Services Authorities Act of 1987 requires National,
State, and District Legal Services Authorities to provide free legal aid to women, children, the poor, and other
vulnerable populations. But there are disparities in execution. Poor representation is frequently caused by
underfunded, overworked, or inexperienced legal assistance attorneys. Due to a lack of legal aid facilities in
rural areas, litigants must travel great distances in order to access courts or legal assistance. Access is further
restricted by social and cultural hurdles, such as the stigma associated with going to court, particularly for
women in patriarchal societies. Domestic assault victims, for instance, frequently experience pressure to reach
a private settlement rather than seek judicial action.

Less use of technology

Technology has enormous potential to modernize India’s court, but its implementation is patchy. The e-Courts
Mission Mode Project, launched in 2005, has digitized 18,735 district and subordinate courts, linked 3,240
courts to 1,272 jails via video conferencing, and constructed 689 e-Sewa Kendra for case information and e-
filing. The National Judicial Data Grid (NJDG) improves case management, yet many courts, especially those
in rural areas, lack digital equipment. Only 48.7% of India’s population has internet access, and rural areas are
underserved, deepening the digital divide. Virtual hearings, which were implemented during the COVID-19
epidemic, boosted access for urban litigants but excluded rural areas due to socioeconomic constraints such as
poor incomes, insufficient education, and language variety. The IJR 2025 emphasizes the importance of
addressing awareness, access, affordability, availability, and flexibility in order to bridge this divide. For
example, ensuring ubiquitous CCTV coverage at police stations and digitizing FIR systems could improve
openness and efficiency.

Paucity of infrastructure

Paucity of infrastructure is a major impediment in justice delivery. Many subordinate courts are housed in

outdated structures with insufficient courtrooms, inadequate sanitation, and no facilities for litigants or lawyers.



According to a Ministry of Law and Justice research conducted in 2024, just 45% of judicial officials in 20
district courts across 10 states have access to electronic display facilities, and IT infrastructure shortages harm
judges, advocates, and personnel. The Centrally Sponsored Scheme (CSS) for Judicial Infrastructure, established
in 1993, has allocated 29,755.51 crore by 2023 for the construction of court halls, residential quarters, and
digital facilities. However, financing is insufficient, with India investing only 0.09% of its GDP in judicial
infrastructure. Former Chief Justice N.V. Ramana advocated establishing the National Judicial Infrastructure
Authority (NJIA) to standardize infrastructure, secure dedicated funding, and provide modern amenities like as
digital courtrooms and barrier-free access. The NJIA has the potential to minimize interstate inequities and
promote the dignity of the justice system, but its implementation is still being considered.

Disparities in society

The justice system disproportionately burdens marginalized groups, including Scheduled Castes (SCs),
Scheduled Tribes (STs), women, and religious minorities. Only 5% of district court judges are from STs, and
14% are from SCs, while OBC representation is 25.6%. Women constitute 38.3% of district court judges but
only 14% in High Courts and 6% in the Supreme Court. Gender gaps in police are stark, with no state meeting
the 33% women personnel target.Cases involving underprivileged populations are frequently characterized by
bias and poor conviction rates. For example, crimes against women and the SC/ST populations are subjected to
insufficient investigations and callous treatment, discouraging victims from pursuing justice. According to the
IJR 2025, southern states such as Karnataka and Andhra Pradesh outperform others due to greater diversity and
staffing, but regional discrepancies remain. West Bengal, for example, has a low level of justice efficiency.
Lack of accountability

While the judiciary is constitutionally independent, concerns have been raised about its lack of transparency and
accountability. There is no codified system to evaluate the performance of judges, and complaints against
judges are rarely acted upon. The Collegium system for judicial nominations, particularly in the higher
judiciary, has been criticized for being opaque and lacking objectivity. The Supreme Court dismissed
calls for change through the National Judicial Appointments Commission (NJAC), citing judicial
independence. Critics claim that this decision reinforced a lack of checks and balances.Furthermore,
the judiciary has been accused of selective activism, frequently interfering with presidential authority while
standing silent on questions of judicial reform or internal accountability.

Overcrowded prisons

India’s prisons are overcrowded, and a high percentage of detainees are undertrials—people who
have not been convicted but are awaiting trial, frequently for years. This demonstrates not only the
judicial system’s incompetence, but also the abuse of preventive detention and bail regulations.
India’s bail system is faulty, favoring people with financial means. In a number of decisions, the
Supreme Court has stressed the need for a more compassionate approach to bail, yet execution
remains difficult. Prison conditions are also harsh, violating inmates’ rights and frequently leading to
radicalization or mental iliness

By prioritizing judicial capacity,
technology, and inclusivity, India can rejuvenate its judiciary, restoring public faith and preserving the
rule of law in a varied and dynamic democratic environment.
