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CLINICAL LEGAL EDUCATION: AN EFFECTIV METHOD OF 
INCORPORATING SOCIO-LEGAL VALUES.

Clinical legal education serves an effective method of inculcating social-legal values amongst the law 
students to make them socially spirited citizens. This article analyses the concept of clinical legal 
education, its significance, types, comparative teaching in United States of America, Indian situation, 
the problems faced by Indian legal clinics and how it fulfills the constitutional mandate of social 
economic justice and make law students aware of the professional obligation of lawyers to engage in 
public service and to provide legal assistance to poor and needy persons. 
 

INTRODUCTION 
 

         CLINICAL legal education is essential for preparing law students to practice law effectively. Indian 
law schools, however, do not generally offer robust clinical legal education programs. In the developed 
countries like United State of America "clinics" are small law school classes taught by full- time faculty 
where students learn lawyering skills by undertaking legal services, typically on behalf of poor or 
marginalized people and communities. Even though most Indian law schools do not offer clinics defined 
in this way, many have "legal aid cells" where students, largely without faculty supervision, perform 
legal services for poor community. 
Clinics are important because they prepare students to practice law by teaching them valuable skills 
such as fact-finding, investigation, interviewing and legal research and writing. In India the Bar Council, 
Law Commission, and other important government and non-governmental agencies have recognized 
the importance of clinical legal education, yet it has not been adequately developed. Among other 
things, this is so because of a lack of resources devoted by law schools to clinics, lack of trained faculty, 
failure to give workload credit/ reductions to faculty and academic credits to students, and a regulation 
that prevents faculty and students from practicing before courts.  

 
DEFINITIONS  
      According to Kuljit Kaur “Clinical Legal Education is essentially a multi-disciplined, multipurpose 
education which can develop the human resources and idealism needed to strengthen the legal system, 
a lawyer, a product of such education would be able to contribute to national development and social 
change in a much more constructive manner.3 

        In the words of Richard Lewis “A learning environment where students identify, research and apply 
knowledge in a setting which replicates at least in part, the world wher it is practices. It almost inevitably 
means that the student takes on some aspect of a case and conducts this as it would be conducted in 
the real world.”4   

PROF. Sathe opined that- 
   “A lawyer is not only a seller of service but he is a professional who renders service for maintaining 
the rule of law. He is supposed to be an officer of the court. He has to have commitment to certain 
Values such as democracy, individual liberty: social and economic equality including gender equality 
and concern for the disadvantaged sections of society which will include the poor, woman the physically 
handicapped, children, the minorities and the Dalit’s Legal education has to create such a 
commitment.”5  

 

 

SIGNIFICANCE  
        Prof. Kenneth L. Panegar of the Association of American Law School 6 has highlighted the 
importance of Clinical method for law teaching as:   



1. It seeks to formulate a habit to final solution to legal problems without lawyee’s assistance 

and thus promotes “help yourself culture among the law students. 

2. It seeks to transmit coherent information about the law and the legal institutions among the 

people so that they may approach the proper for redressal of their legal problems.  

3. Clinical method serves as a means to provide access to justice to the disadvantaged and 

unorganized groups,  

4. It develops team spirit amongst the students to work together and provide legal service to the 

needy persons without the help of lawyer.  

5. It facilitates bringing out teaching material based on case histories of various matters 

processed in the clinic. 

6. Clinic may extend its services to public agencies in solving the problems of those who seek 

help from them for redressal of their woes. 

7. It may make effective use of ADR system without resorting to lawyer or law courts. 

CONCLUSION  

Thus, it can be said that inclusion of Para-legal services as a part of practical training for the law 

students will not only make the legal study interesting and useful but also caters to the needs of the 

modern time which calls for specialized apprenticeship in every professional career, legal profession 

being no exception to it. Also, students begin to humanize people from background dissimilar to their 

own. Some of the students get prospects to become law makers, judges and prosecutors. Those 

students can utilize their clinical experience in making fair laws or drafting good deal of rules and 

regulations which will secure welfare of the nation at large. Also, the students will learn the social values 

of treating marginalized groups on an equal footing with the rich class and will frame the policies in such 

a way which will be beneficial to the society at large and secure maximum happiness of maximum 

people with minimum friction and waste. In nutshell, clinical legal education inculcates sense of social 

responsibility amongst the law students and will make them responsible citizen who will certainly fulfill 

the constitutional mandate of social and economic justice. 

RECOMMENDATIONS 

 It is recommended that bar Council of India shall make appropriate Rules whereby separate full-time 

faculty should be appointed for imparting clinical legal education to the students in more efficient way. 

Besides, Moot Court Practical, BCI should introduce one separate paper dealing with clinical legal 

education from third year of law course. Under that students will be required to conduct regular survey 

to identify social problems in order to help the indigent and disadvantaged section of the society to have 

access to justice through legal aid clinics and encourage them to settle their disputes through alternative 

dispute resolution techniques.  

 



Secularism and Uniform Civil Code  

The Uniform civil code has been a contentious issue over decade and having no resolution on this issue

Pradesh, it has become more well-known. However, because of India’s cultural and religious diversity, there are 

significant obstacles to the application of UCC. The Uniform Civil Code’s definition, importance, goals, 

justifications, benefits, and drawbacks have all been covered in this article. 

  Secularism means basically freedom to practice their own religion. Secularism is defined as non-spiritual 

in the British Encyclopaedia. The government does not endorse any one religion, but rather respects all religions 

equally. This is not the same as opposing all the religions. 

Secularism in India first, the liberal philosophy supports the total separation of politics and religion, which 

is consistent with the Western idea. Social, economic, and political growth are the main topics of the second 

viewpoint, transformationalist philosophy. It promotes a scientific perspective in people and implies that religion 

should be a personal concern. Secularism and the freedom of religion has been the spine of controversy that 

revolves around UCC which is enumerated in Constitution of India. As per the preamble of the Indian Constitution 

which states that ‘Secular Democratic Republic’ which implies that there should not be state religion. It is to be 

noted that a State is only concerned with the relation between man and man and not the relation of man with God 

which further implies that there should be no interference of any religion with the mundane life of an individual. 

In the case of S.R. Bommai v. Union of India,it was held by the court that religion is the matter of individual Faith 

and cannot be mixed with the secular activities. Secular activities can be regulated by the State by enacting A 

law. The freedom of conscience and the right to profess, practice, and promote one's religion are guaranteed to 

all individuals under Articles 25 and 26 of the Indian Constitution, respectively. However, such a right is subject 

to some reasonable limitations, such as those pertaining to morals, public order, and health that are outlined in 

Part III of the Indian Religion and personal law do not necessarily have to be related in a civilized society. A 

Hindu will not be required to conduct Nikah under the UCC, and a Muslim will not be required to perform 

Saptpadi under Muslim law, as the UCC will not and will not lead to the interference of one's religious beliefs, 

which are primarily related to maintenance, succession, and inheritance. However, common law will apply to 

issues of succession, inheritance, maintenance etc. In order to bring uniformity among the nation’s citizens and 

resolve the numerous conflicts and disputes that had arisen due to differences in their Personal Laws, the 

fundamental idea behind the formulation of Article 44 is the codification of all Personal Laws into a single set of 

Common Laws that will apply to all individuals and communities regardless of their caste, creed, gender, sex, 

religion, etc. This makes the application of Article 44 highly contentious. Personal laws have existed since the 

beginning of time because they are a combination of different customs, beliefs, practices, and the teachings of 

previous saints and religious leaders. They have been adhered to since their establishment because, in essence, 

they have won the complete trust and faith of all of their adherents. Article 44 is a positive, but prudent, approach

for the state to bring in uniformity and create common laws for the similar people and for the nation as a whole. 

Originally, important decisions pertaining to a person’s personal life, such as marriage, divorce, adoption, 

maintenance, and inheritance, were governed by the customs and norms established by their Personal Boards. 

However, this led to some degree of inequality among the citizens. Shahbano case 1985 Shah Bano, a 73-year-

old woman, was denied maintenance after her husband used triple talaq, which is the phrase “I divorce thee,” 

three times, to end their marriage. She went to court, and both the District Court and the High Court made 

decisions that favored her. As a result, her spouse filed an appeal with the Supreme Court, claiming that he had 

complied with all Islamic legal requirements. Under the All India Criminal Code’s “maintenance of wives, 

children, and parents” clause (Section 125), which extended to all citizens regardless of religion, the Supreme 

Court decided in her favor in 1985. It also suggested the establishment of a standard civil code. Daniel latifi case 

2001 The Muslim Women's Act (MWA) was contested on the grounds that it infringed upon both the right to life 

under Article 21 and the right to equality under Articles 14 and 15. The Supreme Court upheld the law's 

constitutionality, harmonized it with section 125 of the CrPC, and ruled that a wife should get enough money 

during the iddat term to support her both now and in the future. Accordingly, a Muslim woman who has been 

divorced is entitled to maintenance under the law for the rest of her life or until she remarries. Sarla mudgal case 

1995 In this instance, the issue was whether a Hindu husband who had been married under Hindu law could 

consummate a second marriage by converting to Islam. According to the court, a Hindu marriage consummated 

in accordance with Hindu law may only be dissolved for any of the reasons listed in the Hindu Marriage Act of 

1955. According to the statute, switching to Islam and getting married again would not automatically end a Hindu 

marriage; hence, getting married again after converting to Islam would be illegal under section 494 of the Indian 

Penal Code (IPC). Recent development Uttarakhand is the first state in India to enact a law on the Uniform Civil 

Code. Chief Minister Pushkar Singh Dhami described it as a “historic moment” for the nation. The bill 

encompasses provisions as to the registration of marriages and live-in relationships, polygamy, and certain 

extrajudicial divorce practices. Additionally, the bill addresses issues related to guardianship, adoption, and the 

legitimacy of children born out of wedlock or live-in relationships Suggestions Since the state is reluctant to 

enforce the Uniform Civil Code on a heterogeneous population, it should at least take the bare minimum of steps 

to create the conditions necessary for a progressive viewpoint on the part of the populace. Since Muslims are the 

most backward among India’s minorities, educating the Muslim population is the only way to improve their lot. 

Teaching the Muslim community about its rights and responsibilities is under the purview of the Muslim 

intelligentsia. By outlining the contents and importance of Article 44 of the Indian Constitution, the government 

must create a favorable climate for the Uniform Civil Code. A model Uniform Civil Code that incorporates the 

best aspects of all personal laws ought to be attempted to be enacted. It needs to synthesize the virtues found in 

our various personal laws and the state should implement social reforms gradually and methodically.

PM POSHAN (POshan Shakti Nirman) Scheme 

 

About Scheme:- Currently the Mid Day Meal Programme (MDMP) in India is the world’s largest school feeding 

programme, aimed at improving nutritional wellbeing of school children and promoting universalization of 

elementary education, reaching out to about 11.80 crore children in over 11.20 lakh schools across the country 

(Ministry of Human Resource Development (MHRD, 2021). The CCEA cleared the PM POSHAN (POshan 

SHAkti Nirman) Scheme for providing one hot cooked meal in Government and Government-aided schools from 

2021-22 to 2025-26, earlier known as ‘National Programme for Mid-Day Meal in Schools’ popularly known as 

Mid-Day Meal Scheme. This is a Centrally-Sponsored Scheme which covers all school children studying in 

Classes I-VIII in Government, Government-Aided Schools. 

The concept of Tithi Bhojan will be encouraged extensively. Tithi Bhojan is a community participation programme 

in which people provide special food to children on special occasions/festivals. Hool Nutrition Gardens in schools 

to give children first-hand experience with nature and gardening. The harvest of these gardens is used in the 

scheme providing additional micro nutrients. School Nutrition Gardens have already been developed in more 

than 3 lakh schools. Social Audit of the scheme is made mandatory in all the districts. Special provision is made 

for providing supplementary nutrition items to children in aspirational districts and districts with high prevalence 

of Anemia.
